With testing coming up for many students, we thought it would be helpful to include some quick and 
healthy breakfast ideasÉ   
 
Enjoy! 
 
BERRY SMOOTHIE (Serves 4) 
1 cup Reduced Fat or Fat Free Milk 
1 cup Low Fat or Fat Free Greek Yogurt 
1 ! Cups Frozen Blueberries 
1 ! Cups Frozen Strawberries 
" Cup Ice 
# Cup Applesauce 
1 T Honey 
  
Put all ingredients in blender and blend until smooth.   
 
 
EGG BITES 
4 egg whites (or you can use the whole egg if you wish) 
Salt to taste 
Spinach 
Mushrooms 
Tomato 
Green onion 
Green and/or red peppers 
Turkey bacon, ham, sausage 
Shredded Cheese 
**Every vegetable, meat and spice is optional.  You can add other ones, too!** 
 
Directions  

1. Lightly spray a muffin pan with olive oil spray. 
2. Scramble egg whites/eggs in measuring cup 1 egg per muffin cup.  (Use of measuring cup makes it easier 

to pour into muffins tins.) 
3. Choose and chop your favorite veggies and other ingredients then set aside.   
4. Pour eggs into muffin tins about 1/2 full and add all your favorite veggies and/or meat. 
5. You can get creative and do a thin layer of eggs, a layer of spinach, more of the egg white and then add 

your vegetables for visual affect. 
6. Once you've filled your muffin pan pop them in the oven (preheated to 350F) for 6-10 min., depending on 

the doneness you prefer. 
7. For a complete breakfast, serve on or with a bagel, English muffin, or whole wheat toast.  You can also 

serve these with hash browns and a dish of fresh fruit.  Kids love them and the protein will help sustain their 
energy until lunch time!
